Day of Departure: 

· Children should arrive at school at the usual time at their normal entrance.

· All luggage, coats etc. should be taken straight to the Studio Hall.

· In the Studio Hall, staff will attach a large name label to the luggage!

· Children should then proceed to their usual class for registration.

· Staff will collect the children shortly after 9.15am to gather their luggage and head for the coach.
· The coach will leave school at around 9.30am – parents are welcome to wave us off
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Medication:
· All medicines must be handed to staff at school – please do not pack this in the luggage!

· If your child requires a specific medication to be given, please include the attached form, with the medication. Details on time and doseage must be included.
· Inhalers should be clearly labelled and handed to staff.

· We will take Calpol and Piriton with us. Please complete the attached form giving permission for staff to administer these if we feel it necessary. Parents will be contacted should we give Calpol or Piriton. 

· If in doubt about medications please contact school, before departure day!

Kit List: 
ALL ITEMS MUST BE CLEARLY LABELLED!!!! EVEN PANTS – trust us: this helps! 
Waterproofs, fleece jumpers, boots/wellies, wetsuits  and any safety equipment are all provided by the Centre. Children can bring their own waterproofs and wellies if they so wish. 
The following items are recommended: 
( 2 Pairs of old trainers/pumps (1 for watersports) 

( Wellies &/or walking boots 

( 2 Pairs of warm trousers – e.g. tracksuit bottoms for walking (not jeans) 

( 2 jumpers/ sweatshirts 

( 2 T- Shirts or baselayers

( At least 3 pairs of socks, the thicker the better. 

( Hat and gloves 

( Underwear

( Swimwear and towel 

( Old baggy shorts to wear over wetsuits
( Wash kit and towel (toiletries, e.g. soap, shampoo, toothbrush, etc) 
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( Nightwear / pyjamas 

( Slippers and/or indoor footwear 

( Torch 

( Water bottle 

( A set of clothes for non-activity time 

( Bin bag for taking home wet clothes 

( Pocket Money for Centre Gift Shop (max. £10)

( Sleeping Bag and pillow cover
(Pillows are provided by the centre, but not the covers).
Please do not bring Mobile phones, digitial cameras or electronic devices.
It is important to remember that activities will be hard on clothes so the older the better! The children will get wet and muddy when out on activities. 

Where possible, please pack in a small, compact case – your child will have to carry his/her own luggage from the bus into the centre, so they must be able to carry it. 

If you are struggling for any of the items on the list, please contact school and we will do our best to help you out. 

Children will be responsible for their own money – please ensure they have any money safely packed. 

Returning to School: 

· On the last day the children usually complete an activity in the morning, have lunch and then alight the coach for the return journey. 

· Hopefully they will be smiling and filled with many happy memories to cherish. They will also be tired!

· We aim to be back in school at 2.30pm and the website will be updated to inform parents of any changes.

· Parents are welcome to collect their children off the bus, however, it does take time ensuring everyone has their luggage etc. so please be patient with staff. 

· Please inform staff when you are ready to leave with your child so that we can be certain that everyone is safe and accounted for.

· We always have “lost” items – unclaimed by the children. Please have a look at these before you leave and collect anything you know belongs to your child. 

· Children not collected from the bus will be taken into school and kept safe. 

· Please inform Elaine Owen if your child is to go to After School Club. 
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Children will not be allowed to walk home by themselves with their luggage unless parents have spoken to school beforehand. 
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
